The continued surge in wages, prices of raw
materials, oil, electricity, and the appreciation of
Renminbi have adversely affected our results,
despite the prudent measures implemented on
cost control.

Liquidity and Financial Resources

As at 30th June 2008, the Group’s bank
balances and cash was HK$21,429,000. The
consolidated indebtedness of the Group,
including short-term borrowings of HK$
103,455,000, was HK$112,663,000. The
borrowings are denominated in Hong Kong
dollars and bear interest at floating rates.

The amount of the Group’s current working
capital was HK$72,348,000 (31st December
2007: HK$63,984,000). The current ratio was
